Rigas Tehniskas universitates (RTU) InZenierzinatnu véstures
pétniecibas centra (IVPC) sagatavotais devitais zinatniskais Zurnals iznak
universitates 163. jubilejas un ekonomista, publicista, politika un modernas
jurniecibas izglitibas pamatlicéja KriSjana Valdemara 200. jubilejas, kas
ieklauta UNESCO svinamo gadadienu kalendara, gada. Popularizéjot jirnieka
profesiju un augstako jirniecibas izglitibu, ka ari suminot modernas
jurniecibas izglitibas pamatlicéju K. Valdemaru, 2025. gada 10. oktobr1
notika devita RTU Véstures diena un RTU 66. starptautiskas zinatniskas
konferences sekcijas «InZenierzinatnu un augstskolu vésture» sekcijas séde.
Taja tika prezentéti zinojumi par pétijumiem inZenierzinatnu vesture, kas
tiek publicéti $aja zurnala numura. Vienu no tiem - «Rigas Politehnikuma /
Rigas Politehniska institiita absolventu (1875-1916) devums jurniecibai
19. un 20. gadsimta», sagatavojusi RTU Latvijas Juras akadémija direktors
Edijs Stals, RTU profesore, RTU IVPC muzeja projektu vaditaja Alida
Zigmunde un RTU IVPC muzeja projektu vaditaja Rita Lapsa. Pétijuma
apzinati studenti, kuri bavejusi kugus, vadijusi Jirniecibas departamentu
starpkaru perioda (1927-1939) un Otra pasaules kara gados (1942-
1944). Absolventu vidil minams ari admiralis, Latvijas Jiras kara flotes
komandieris (1931-1940) Teodors Spade (1891-1970), Rigas Politehnikuma
/ Rigas Politehniska institiita absolventi - jirskolu skolotaji un augstskolu
doceétaji ar jurniecibu saistitos macibu priekSmetos.

Otrs péetijums veltits Rigas un Karlsriies (Vacija) inzenieru starptautiskai
partneribai trijos gadsimtos (1862-2024). Sadarbiba 19. un 20. gadsimta
veidojusies ar senako tehnisko augstskolu Vacija - 1825. gada dibinato
Karlsriies Politehnikumu, kas miisdienas pazistams ka Karlsries
Tehnologiju institiits. 20. gadsimta beigas un 21. gadsimta RTU zinatniekiem
un docétajiem sadarbiba veidojusies ar Karlsriies Augstskolu. Rigas studenti
devas uz Karlsrui studét gan 19., gan 20. gadsimta, un dala no viniem
inZeniera diplomu ieguvusi Karlsriié. Abu pilsétu augstskolu starptautisko
partneribu izpétijusi RTU profesori Alida Zigmunde, Janis Kaminskis un
Igors Tipans, ka ari Varmijas un Mazirijas Universitates OlStina (University
of Warmia and Mazury in Olsztyn; Polija) profesors Kamils Koval¢iks (Kamil
Kowalczyk), jo ar1 polu zinatnieki ir studejusi Karlsriie un dalijusies pieredze
ar $1s pilsétas inzenieriem.

Tresa pétijuma autors ir privatas Skopjes Universitates Amerikas
koledzas Ziemelmakedonija profesors Vladimirs Ladinskis (VIadimir
Ladinski), kurs pievérsies augstakas izglitibas attistibas vésturei, izpétot
kimijas inZenieriju biju$aja Dienvidslavija. IpaSu uzmanibu profesors
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pieveérsis trim senakajam valsts augstskolam - Belgradas Universitatei,
Lublanas Universitatei un Zagrebas Universitatei, kas izveidojuSas
20. gadsimta starpkaru perioda. Rakstu V. Ladinskis veltijis sava téva Boro
Ladinska pieminai. Raksta autora tévs bija Skopjes Svéta Kirila un Metodija
Universitates profesors, bijusas Dienvidslavijas Kimiku un tehnologu
asociacijas prezidents (1979-1981).

RTU saimei ir tradicija katru gadu oktobri, sagaidot RTU dzimsSanas
dienu 14. oktobri, apmeklét Rigas kapos apbedito bijuso rektoru kapavietas.
Martina kapos gan nav apbedits neviens no bijusajiem augstskolas
rektoriem, tacu tajos miiza mieru radusi ne tikai docéetaji un bijusie studenti,
bet ari Karls Adolfs Tilo - viens no Rigas Politehnikuma (RP) dibinaanas
iniciatoriem un RP Padomes locekliem. Ceturtais pétijums veltits Martina
kapos apbeditajiem «politehnikiem». Tos apzinajusi veésturniece Zinta
Valdmane, personu dzivesstastos iedzilinajusies RTU profesore Alida
Zigmunde un Rigas domes Majok]u un vides departamenta Kapu parvaldes
Martina un Tornakalna kapu parzinis Valdis Gavars.

Zurnala piektd raksta par Arnalu dzimtu un devumu Latvijas
tautsaimniecibai autori ir RTU InZenierzinatnu véstures pétniecibas centra
vaditaja docente Ilze Gudro un RTU Arhitektiiras un dizaina institiita
lektors Janis Kalnin$. Pétijumam, tapat ka visiem iepriek§ minétajiem
rakstiem, izmantoti gan Latvijas Nacionala arhiva dokumenti, gan biblioteku
krajumi. Arnalu uznémums, kas nodarbojas ar bezalkoholisko un ari
alkoholisko dzérienu raZoSanu, Latvijas vésture iegajis ka lielakais maksligo
mineraliidenu raZotajs cariskaja Krievija.

Zinatniska zZurnala sestaja raksta atspoguloti pétijuma, kas veltits Rigas
Politehniska institita (RPI) studentu un docétaju raksturojumiem un to
leksikai padomju laika, 20. gadsimta otraja pusé, rezultati. To veikusi RTU
profesore Alida Zigmunde, stradajot konsolidacijas projekta (2024-2025)
kopa ar RTU Liepajas akadémija kolégiem. Raksturojumi (galvenokart
krievu valoda), kas glabajas personas lietas, tolaik tika rakstiti visiem RPI
docétajiem un studentiem, un daziem docétajiem to skaits sasniedza pat
vairak neka divus desmitus.

Zinatnisko zZurnalu noslédz RTU 2024./2025. studiju gada nozimigako
notikumu hronologija (01.09.2024-31.08.2025).

Galvena redaktore asociéta profesore Dr. psych. Airisa Steinberga
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The ninth scientific journal prepared by RTU RCEH is published in the
year of the University’s 163rd anniversary and the 200th anniversary
of the economist, publicist, politician, and founder of modern maritime
of anniversaries. Popularizing the profession of a sailor and higher maritime
education, as well as commemorating K. Valdemars, the founder of modern
maritime education, the ninth RTU History Day and the meeting of the section
«History of Engineering Sciences and Institutions of Higher Education» of the
66th RTU International Scientific Conference were held on 10 October 2025.
It presented reports on research in the history of engineering sciences, which
are published in this issue of the journal. One of them, «The Contribution of
Riga Polytechnicum (RP) / Riga Polytechnic Institute (RPI) Graduates (1875-
1916) to Maritime Affairs in the 19th and 20th Centuries», was prepared by
Edijs Stals, Director of the RTU Latvian Maritime Academy; Alida Zigmunde,
RTU Professor and RTU RCEH Museum Project Manager; and Rita Lapsa,
RTU RCEH Museum Project Manager. The study identifies students who built
ships and led the Maritime Department in the interwar period (1927-1939)
and during World War II (1942-1944). Among the graduates are also Admiral,
Commander of the Latvian Navy (1931-1940) Teodors Spade (1891-1970),
graduates of RP / RPI - maritime school teachers and university lecturers in
maritime-related subjects.

The second study is dedicated to the international partnership of engineers
from Riga and Karlsruhe (Germany) over three centuries (1862-2024). In
the 19th and 20th centuries, the cooperation was developed with the oldest
technical university in Germany - the Karlsruhe Polytechnicum, founded in
1825, and today known as the Karlsruhe Institute of Technology. At the end
of the 20th century and in the 21st century, RTU scientists and lecturers
have developed cooperation with Karlsruhe University of Applied Sciences.
Riga students went to Karlsruhe to study in the 19th and 20th centuries, and
some of them obtained engineering diplomas in Karlsruhe. The international
partnership of the universities of the two cities has been studied by RTU
Professors Alida Zigmunde, Janis Kaminskis, and Igors Tipans, as well as
Professor Kamil Kowalczyk of the University of Warmia and Mazury in Olsztyn
(Poland), as Polish scientists have also studied in Karlsruhe and shared their
experience with the engineers of this city.

The author of the third study is Vladimir Ladinski, a Professor at the
private University American College Skopje in North Macedonia, who has
focused on the history of the development of higher education, studying



chemical engineering in the former Yugoslavia. The Professor pays special
attention to the three oldest state universities - the University of Belgrade, the
University of Ljubljana, and the University of Zagreb, which were established
in the 20th century during the interwar period. V. Ladinski dedicated the
article to the memory of his father, Boro Ladinski. The author’s father was
a Professor at the University of Saints Cyril and Methodius in Skopje, as well
as President of the Association of Chemists and Technologists of the former
Yugoslavia (1979-1981).

The RTU folk has a tradition every year, in anticipation of RTU’s birthday, on
14 October, to visit the graves of former rectors buried in the Riga cemeteries.
Although none of the former rectors of the university are buried in the Martin$
Cemetery, not only lecturers and former students have found eternal peace
there, but also Carl Adolf Thilo, one of the initiators of the founding Riga
Polytechnicum (RP) and a member of the RP Council. The fourth study is
dedicated to the «polytechnicians» buried in the Martins cemetery. They were
identified by historian Zinta Valdmane, RTU Professor Alida Zigmunde, who
has delved into the life stories of the individuals, and Valdis Gavars, Manager
of the Martins and Tornakalns cemeteries of the Cemetery Administration of
the Riga City Council Housing and Environment Department.

The authors of the fifth article in the journal about the Arnal family and
their contribution to the economy of Latvia are Ilze Gudro, Associate Professor
at the RTU Institute of Architecture and Design (IAD), Head of RTU RCEH,
and Janis Kalnin$, Lecturer at the IAD. The research, like all the previously
mentioned articles, used documents from the Latvian National Archives and
library collections. The Arnal company, which was engaged in the production
of non-alcoholic and alcoholic beverages, went down in Latvian history as the
largest producer of artificial mineral water in Tsarist Russia.

The sixth article in the scientific journal reflects the results of a study
devoted to the characteristics and vocabulary of students and lecturers of Riga
Polytechnic Institute (RPI) during the Soviet period, in the second half of the
20th century. It was conducted by RTU Professor Alida Zigmunde, working
on a consolidation project (2024-2025) together with colleagues from RTU
Liepaja Academy. The characteristics (mainly in Russian), which were kept in
personal files, were written for all RPI lecturers and students at that time, and
for some lecturers, their number reached even more than two dozen.

The journal also contains obituaries of RPI / RTU personnel who passed
away in 2024 and 2025. RPI / RTU faculty and staff who passed away in
the 2024/2025 academic year were: Viktors Alohins, Janis Auzin$, Pauls
Barons, Daina Brence, Marcis Dzenis, Sigurds Jaundalderis, Arvids Kanbergs,
Karlis Ketners, Janis Krastins, Velta Lubkina, Laimonis Malers, Skaidrite
Reihmane, Karlis Timmermanis, and RTU Honorary Doctorate Riidolfs
Taurits. This issue of the journal concludes with a chronology of key events
at Riga Technical University in the academic year 2024/2025 (1 September
2024-31 August 2025).
